A 12 gauge round that direct fires a 26 gram or 40 gram bean bag
projectile. Designed for single target engagement allowing escalation
of force from a close distance prior to use of lethal means.

The Power Punch Bean Bag was developed to overcome the
shortcomings of conventional square bean bag ammunition. This
round remains in a more aerodynamic configuration due to the
projectile’s design, reducing missed target zones caused by errant
projectiles.
